Recently you may have noticed ladders and scaffolding in the stairwells leading up to the choir &\ dravéotiteen
refurbishing 2 of the wind chests of the pipe organ; the work spanned 4 weeks, from March 26 to April 20.

Ideally a pipe organ's wind chests will be filled with wind at the correct wind-fireasieady" state waiting quietyp
that when the valves under each pipe is activated by the organist depressing a key, the wind will activate tlzand
cause it to sound.

Our pipe organ was built in 1974.that time, Austin along with other organ builders was considering newer niratg
our organ, strips of rubberized cloth were glued between to the wooden parts of the organ chests in order to m

enclosure atight. However, over time this rubberized cloth had oxidized, and not only was the flexibility lost, but also t

material became brittle and wind started leaking through the Crazrkthe years, these leaks were repaired with bo
binder's tape several timBsit the number of leaks reached a critical point when the organ would wheeze and m
sive noise when the wind would be turnedmitially we thought this sound was being made by one of the pipes a
valve was somehow deficiefhis, however, was not the case: the deteriorated rubberized cloth was flapping in t
make the pitched vibration!

We had several experts in the organ maintenance field assess the situation and after consultation with Austin,
reseal and refurbish the wind chests that were most profoundly affected by the material dBgfadaitbimg involved
replacing wide sections of deteriorated rubberized cloth with new nkatetia. rubberized cloth that was not replac
siliconebased substance was painted onto the surfaces to sehi threler. to get to this detailed level of repair, most
the key action inside of the organ chests had to be renaonvkedfter the repair -irestalled againVe took competitive
bids and Ericksen, Christian and Associates from Glen Elyn came in as the more reasonable cost and were ah
service in a more timely manner than their competitor.

A large part of the organ sound resources has not been available to use sindéutdmaogtlye strength of the organ
sound- trumpets and supportive bass sounds have not been available and after this process, will be part of the
ment sound again.
